The Betrayal and Arrest of Jesus John 18:1-11

When Jesus had spoken these words, he went out with his disciples across the Kidron Valley, where there was a
garden, which he and his disciples entered. 2Now Judas, who betrayed him, also knew the place, for Jesus often met
there with his disciples. 3So Judas, having procured a band of soldiers and some officers from the chief priests and the
Pharisees, went there with lanterns and torches and weapons. 4Then Jesus, knowing all that would happen to him, came
forward and said to them, “Whom do you seek?” They answered him, “Jesus of Nazareth.” Jesus said to them, “I am
he.” Judas, who betrayed him, was standing with them. When Jesus said to them, “I am he,” they drew back and fell to
the ground. “So he asked them again, “Whom do you seek?” And they said, “Jesus of Nazareth.” 8Jesus answered, “I
told you that I am he.

Jesus Before the High Priest and the Denial of Peter John 18:12-27

1250 the band of soldiers and their captain and the officers of the Jews arrested Jesus and bound him. 3First they led
him to Annas, for he was the father-in-law of Caiaphas, who was high priest that year. *It was Caiaphas who had
advised the Jews that it would be expedient that one man should die for the people.

Jesus Before Pilate John 18:28-40
28Then they led Jesus from the house of Caiaphas to the governor’s headquarters. It was early morning. They
themselves did not enter the governor’s headquarters, so that they would not be defiled, but could eat the Passover. 2°So
Pilate went outside to them and said, “What accusation do you bring against this man?” 3*They answered him, “If this
man were not doing evil, we would not have delivered him over to you.” 3!Pilate said to them, “Take him yourselves
and judge him by your own law.” The Jews said to him, “It is not lawful for us to put anyone to death.” *This was to
fulfill the word that Jesus had spoken to show by what kind of death he was going to die.

380 Pilate entered his headquarters again and called Jesus and said to him, “Are you the King of the Jews?” **Jesus
answered, “Do you say this of your own accord, or did others say it to you about me?” **Pilate answered, “Am I a Jew?

Jesus’ Side is Pierced John 19:31-42
31Since it was the day of Preparation, and so that the bodies would not remain on the cross on the Sabbath (for that
Sabbath was a high day), the Jews asked Pilate that their legs might be broken and that they might be taken away. **So

the soldiers came and broke the legs of the first, and of the other who had been crucified with him. **But when they
came to Jesus and saw that he was already dead, they did not break his legs. 3*But one of the soldiers pierced his side
with a spear, and at once there came out blood and water. **He who saw it has borne witness—his testimony is true,
and he knows that he is telling the truth—that you also may believe. *For these things took place that the Scripture
might be fulfilled: “Not one of his bones will be broken.” 3’ And again another Scripture says, “They will look on him
whom they have pierced.”

BAfter these things Joseph of Arimathea, who was a disciple of Jesus, but secretly for fear of the Jews, asked Pilate
that he might take away the body of Jesus, and Pilate gave him permission. So he came and took away his body.
39Nicodemus also, who earlier had come to Jesus by night, came bringing a mixture of myrrh and aloes, about seventy-
five pounds in weight. 4°So they took the body of Jesus and bound it in linen cloths with the spices, as is the burial
custom of the Jews. “*Now in the place where he was crucified there was a garden, and in the garden a new tomb in
which no one had yet been laid. 4So because of the Jewish day of Preparation, since the tomb was close at hand, they
laid Jesus there.
