(6) Within 20 feet of the driveway entrance to any fire station end 
o:n the side or e street opposite the entrance within 75 feet of such entrance 
when properly posted; 

(7) On the higr,we:, side of eny other -.ehicle properly perked; 

(B) At any other place where such perked 'Yehicles may interfere with 
traffic lewtull:,movine upon the highway. 

(9) On the South side of Seventh Street between Cass Street end Eeat 
Street. 

(b) E-Yery -.ehicle perked upon any •.;:_:bway within the Villase of Morley 
shall be parked with its wheels nerellel to the bi@bwey, snd tbe rieht hand 
vheele shsll be within 12 inches of the right bend curb, or if there is no 
curb, then ae near the right band boundary liDe of such hiehway es ii! practic­
able.

(e) No persor. ehEll drive a vehicle when it is so loaded, or when 
there are in the front sear such number of persons ee to obstruct the Tiew of 
the driver to the front or sides of the vehicle, or as to interfere with the 
driver• a control over tbe drivin£ mecbenisn of the vehicle. 

(b) No driver except a member of the Villeee Fire Department on official 
business, shell fellow any fire apparatus travelling in response to a fire 
elerm closer than 500 feet, or drive into or perk such vehicle within 500 feet 
of any fire apparatus when stopped in answer to e fire alarm. 

(c) No vehicle shall be drhen over any unprotected hose of the tire 
department when laid down on any highway or private drive without the consent 
of a member of the Fire Deeprtment. 

(d) l~o person ehell intentionally throw, deposit, drbp or le eve any 
rubbish, junk, eerbage or trash upon any bighway within the Villeee of 
Morle;y.

(e) Every vehicle overtaking or meeting any school bue which hes 
stopped for the purpose of' receiving or discberfing passengers shell be brouebt 
toe full atop et least 15 teet tran BUcb school bus, end such vehicle shall 
not proceed until such passengers are safely upon euch school bus, it receiVill£ 
or if discbergine., until such passengere ere safely off the highway. 

(t) It shall be unlawful for any driver of e motor vehicle to make 
en U-turn on any tbrough highway. 

(s) No person shall drive or ride upon a bycycle, motorcycle or 
motor scooter unless he shell be seated up~~ or astride a permanent end 
re£Uler seat attached thereto. 

(h) No driver of a bicycle, motorcycle or motor scooter ehell carry 
or attempt to carry upon such vehicle more persons at one time than the number 
for which it wae designed and equipped.

( c) Any person convicted of e violation of peragrep'· ( e) or ( b) ot 
this ee ctior. shall be punisl1ed by imprisonment in the Mecosta County jail for 
not mor~ than 90 deye, or by F- fine of not less than Fifty ($.50.00) Dollere 
nor more tbni OnP. Hundred ($100.00) Dollers, or by both flUcb fine and imprison­
ment in the discretion of tbe Court, tog~ther with costs of prosecution.

(b) ;;very person convicted of recklees dri'Ying under peregreph (e) 
of this section shell be puniebed by imprisonment in the Mecoete County jeil 
foi- e period of not leas than 5 deye nor more then 90 daye, or by e fine of 
not lese tbEin Twenty-five ($25.00) Doll~r nor more than One Hundred ($100.00) 
Dollars~ or by both such fine end imprieonment, in the discretion of the Court, 
toeether with the coEts of prosecution.

Tt,irty-tive (35) miles per hour on Third Street between the West line 
of Talcott Street and the 'Weet line of 'w':!.lliems Street; or: Fourth Street between 

..--.. the Eest line of Block 8, E. w. Gerrish Addition and the Eest line of Webster 
Street; on Cass Street from the South side of the bridge over the Little 
l~skegon River to the Nortb line of Eighth Street. 

Ten (10) miles ner hour on eny ~treet in tbe Village Psrk. 
Twenty Five (25) miles per hour on every other hiabway or portion of 

every other highway not mentioned above. within the Village of Morley.

No vehicle sb~ll pesa another going in the seme direction on eny cune 
or bill -where full view of the highway ahead is obecured. end no person shall 
drive to the left of eny NO ?ASSING marker line placed or nainted upon the 
highway.
