Arlington Woods is not liable for snowplow damage
done to your home while they are out plowing the
roads.

Please do not park on, play on or use the vacant
lots or vacant parking pads. There are utility
hook-ups that cannot be damaged.

Expired or non-plated vehicles should be plated
or renewed by October 1st according to the
State of Michigan extension (as of this
newsletter print). Please be sure to have your
vehicles plated and/or renewed.
